Maidu Neighborhood Garage Sale

Each participant will receive balloons to mark their house, signs for the lawn, and a garage sale kit.  Also, each participant is entered into a drawing for special prizes.

The money we receive from the $10 donations supports the activities we sponsor throughout the year.  These activities include the park cleanup with free lunch provided, movies in the park, and National Night Out with free dinner at Maidu Park.   For all the benefits you receive from the Neighborhood Association, it’s the best investment of $10 you can make.

Guest Speaker
Natasha Casteel, City Librarian, gave a special presentation at the neighborhood meeting on February 28.  She provided the mission, the vision and the value statements for the library system.  She noted that last year there were over 500,000 visitors and 994,999 items borrowed.  Attendance at library programs was 23,861.  Over 8,000 volunteer hours were donated.

There are computers available at the library and tutoring is provided at some locations for computers and tablets.  Service dogs come to the library to help children with reading difficulties.  The children read to the dogs, which is less threatening than reading to adults.  The Friends of the Library generate $16-20 thousand through book sales each year and provide approximately $2 thousand in grants.

Ms. Casteel mentioned that the library can use volunteers to help with both the Library Centennial and with literacy programs (the latter to be held during Library Week, April 9 - 14).  There are a number of other opportunities where volunteers can help out.  To volunteer, call 774-5221.

Ashley Trew, the new Maidu Library Supervisor, was introduced.  The library system is hiring new supervisors and a technology position to help maintain the library's computer systems and teach library users how to use technology to access library resources.

Ms. Casteel answered questions from the floor.  The first question was, “How has the Maidu re-opening on Saturday gone?”  She answered that there has been better than usual usage since it re-opened on Saturdays.  The success at Maidu shows that other branches should have their hours/days increased.  There was a question about the meaning of floating collection.  Ms. Casteel said that materials are purchased centrally, but they can be checked out and returned to any of the 3 libraries.  The movement of the collection is in the hands of the users, allowing for greater efficiency.  There was also a question about volunteer opportunities.  She said that after registering on-line and a background check has been completed, there are many tasks that one can volunteer to perform.  Jessica Reade is the volunteer coordinator for the Maidu Library.

That way, if your converter is stolen, it allows the Police to identify that it’s stolen goods and arrest the purchaser for receiving stolen property.
