Chance to Register for Garage Sale!
The 10th annual Maidu NA garage sale event is Saturday, April 25, from 8 am to 2 pm. Wood Stove Rebate Program

If you're planning any remodeling that includes an upgrade to your fireplace or wood stove, you could get some money from Placer County to cut the cost.  Ann Hobbs from the Placer County Air Pollution Control District (PCAPCD) described their wood stove rebate program at the March Maidu Neighborhood Association meeting.  According to Ann, if you plan to replace an old wood stove or retrofit a fireplace with an EPA certified stove or insert, you could receive a $750 voucher.  It’s worth checking into.

PCAPCD monitors air quality throughout the County.  Because Placer County does not meet state or federal air quality standards, they created the wood stove rebate program which has supported the replacement of over 1,000 stoves so far. Project Play, Building Playgrounds for All Abilities

Can you imagine the heartache you’d feel if your child had to stay on the sidewalk while all the other children could play on the playground with their friends?  All children need to experience the sights and sounds and feelings a park can hold for them.  All children need opportunities to play with buddies outdoors.  Roseville (partnering with Shane’s Inspiration) re-constructed the playground at Maidu Park so children of all abilities could enjoy the benefits of the park.  It is accessible to children in spite of disabilities or limitations.  

The newly re-constructed playground will be re-dedicated on Saturday, May 2, at 11 am, weather permitting.  It is on the north side of Maidu Park, close to Johnson Ranch Drive and just west of Maidu Elementary School.

Roseville will be the only city in the United States with three such playgrounds as it has undertaken construction of them in Mahany Park and Royer Park, as well.  

Project Play is accepting donations toward the construction and you can help by donating old cell phones at any one of the three Roseville libraries, Maidu Community Center, Roseville Sports Center, Utility Exploration Center, and the Parks Department at 316 Vernon Street, Roseville.  Mailer bags are also available for pickup.  Phones will be collected through April 30 and proceeds will go towards the $1.2 million still needed, in addition to funds making up the $2.2 million needed to design, construct, and maintain the grounds.
