Maidu Museum and Historic Site
1970 Johnson Ranch Drive, Roseville

The Maidu Museum and Historic Site offer a safe, fenced natural haven for families and individuals who want a brief respite from the hustle and bustle of city life.  Graced by oak trees and bordered on the south by a branch of Linda Creek/Strap Ravine, the nature area offers a loop trail that takes you past ancient petroglyphs and hundreds of bedrock mortars, evidence of Nisenan/southern Maidu occupation of the site for thousands of years.  Inside the museum you'll find exhibits portraying the Maidu way of life.

The site is open 9 am to 4 pm, Monday through Friday, and every second Saturday from 9 am to 4 pm.  The entry fee for adults is $4.50 and $4 for children.  Fee for a family of 4 is $16.  Weekday afternoon discount is $2 per person from 2 pm to 4 pm.  Individuals can take a self-guided tour without making a reservation, but for groups of 10 or more, staff asks that you make a reservation.  You can telephone the Maidu Museum and Historic Site at 774-5934.
