Hidden Creek Development at Cirby & Rocky Ridge 

Please join us on Tuesday, March 25, 2008, at Sargeant Elementary School to hear a presentation by the Planning Department and the developer for a proposed development at the corner of Cirby & Rocky Ridge. 

The Hidden Creek Development is for 18 condominium units to be built on 1.18 acres of land. The previous proposal for this property was for 9 free-standing homes. 

Although this property is outside our neighborhood boundaries, it is certainly close enough to affect us. If each condo owner has 2 vehicles, that’s a potential of 36 vehicles going into and out of the property at least twice a day. There is also the issue of height of these units and privacy concerns for people on Larkin and Balboa. 

Please attend our neighborhood meeting on March 25 at 7:00 pm in the Activity Room of Sargeant School to hear about this project. Enter the school property from N. Cirby as the Activity Room is in the back of the school. 

Public input and public comment is critical to new proposed developments. The City Planning Department will listen to and take into consideration the views of the neighbors.

Second Discussion of Tree Planting in Maidu Park

At the February 26 Maidu Neighborhood Association meeting, there was a second discussion of the Maidu Park tree-planting project. Present to participate in the discussion were Shayna Carney, the City’s Open Space Manager; Michael Neumann, the City’s Urban Forester; Derek Ogden, City Planner; and Michael Ritenour, Manager for EcoSystems Restoration Associates who have been contracted by the City to do the planting. 

Shayna Carney, who also answered questions about the project at our January meeting, started the discussion by making a presentation on the history of the project including the site selection process, contractor bid process, site design, and planting plan. Some points she made included: 
• Watering will be done May through October, rate variable based on weather. 
• There are 12 hook-up points in the plumbing for the water truck. The truck should need about 8 minutes each time it waters at each hook-up. The water will flow to bubbler outlets by each tree. 
• The pipe will be painted (sample painting was done near Parkhill). 
• California poppies are also being planted in the area. 
• The site was mowed as part of the project, but now that weather is warmer, the grass is beginning to grow. 

Here’s a selection from the question and answer period: 

Was there an opportunity given to the public to have input on this project? Yes, it came up in a June 2007 City Council meeting for explanation and approval. If anyone is interested in following what the Council is meeting about, get on the email list at the City web site so you get advance notice of the Council’s agenda. 

Can reclaimed water be used? There are some problems with using non-potable water. It can have higher salt content, and there are fish in the water nearby which the water impurities could contaminate. Also, the truck is meant to carry potable water, so we can’t carry non-potable water, then use it to carry potable water. 

What about burying pipe? It is not done so as to not to disturb the soil in the area. Burying would require heavy equipment to go everywhere. Then when we removed the pipe, we’d have to disturb the soil all over again. 

What will happen when the pipes are removed? The contractor will go in on foot and cut the pipe, and pull it out by hand. 

Can we plant other types of trees? The money for this particular project is comes from the Oak Tree Mitigation Fund, so only oaks can be planted. All the oaks being planted are from locally harvested acorns. There is another City fund for other varieties of trees. We’ve used that funding in the past to plant other types of trees, for example, in downtown. We are accepting suggestions from the public as to other projects we can do with that money, so if you have suggestions, go to the City’s web site and submit your idea. 

How quickly will the trees grow? The larger trees that were planted, for example, near Parkhill in the last week, are 9 years old, so we would expect the Live Oaks in the project to be about the same size at the same age. Keep in mind that each variety grows at a different rate, with Blue Oaks (most of the seedlings planted) being the slowest, and Live Oaks, the fastest. 

How will you keep the weeds around the trees down? We will use wood chips as the first line of defense. But where needed, we will occasionally use Round-Up. Once Round-Up dries in a few hours, it is not going to flow down to the stream.
