Scott passed around maps of the project area and pointed out the portions that will run on or adjacent to MNA’s boundaries.  The purpose of the advisory committee is to provide insights as to the concerns of the neighbors and the subtleties of the areas along the proposed bike trail route.  David and Scott will be seeking input from neighbors and will continue to report on the project’s progress.
