Street Maintenance

At the March Maidu Neighborhood Association meeting, Rhon Herndon, the City of Roseville’s Acting Public Works Director; Jerry Dankbar, Street Maintenance Superintendent; and Nina Buelna, Civil Engineer, came to talk to us about the street resurfacing work done in October 2010.

They began by explaining the City’s “proactive” street maintenance program which was started in 2000.  The program seeks to prevent wearing and cracking of pavement rather than react to damage and do more expensive repairs.  The program has been in progress for the last 10 years and has resurfaced 80% of the City’s streets.

Street treatments vary depending on the condition the streets are in.  A new street, after about 7 years, has a thin “slurry seal” put on it which is the least expensive and smoothest resurfacing choice.  The City plans to return every 7 – 10 years and apply a new slurry seal to those newer streets.

Unfortunately our streets have all gone at least 25 years without resurfacing since they were first paved, so they needed a heavier-duty, more expensive resurfacing process, the so-called “double-chip seal.”  It consists of two layers, one of 3/8” rock and oil with ground-up rubber tire material mixed in to make it stickier.  It is designed to fill cracks so water can’t penetrate the road surface.  The second layer is the same except that it uses 1/4” rock and provides a smoother finish surface than the first one.

Neighbors made it clear that their main complaint was the rock that continues to shed off the road surface and is tracked up driveways, into garages, and ultimately into homes.  Jerry Dankbar explained that this normally happens for a while until traffic, especially on a few really hot summer days, has a chance to push the loose rock into the soft part of the surface.

So until hot summer days return, some areas will continue to shed rock, especially those that do not have traffic, such as where cars regularly park on the street.  Jerry said we can call the City at 774-5790 and request that a street sweeper come out to sweep up loose rock.  He noted the sweepers vacuum up about 90% of the rock although some of it is scattered in the process of sweeping.  Once scheduled, a sweeper should arrive within a few days.

After 7 to 10 years have passed, the City will have our streets resurfaced with the thinner, smoother, less expensive slurry seal.  Before the current job was done, if the pavement was already in particularly bad condition, the city did a full repaving with regular asphalt before the double-chip seal was applied.
