Susan Rohan, one of our new Roseville City Council members, visited our monthly meeting in February.  She has already taken action on our behalf by helping arrange speakers from the City's Public Works department to come speak on last year's "Chip Seal" paving project at our next meeting. Ms. Rohan noted there are two openings for which residents can apply, one on the Transportation Commission, the other on a Higher Education Task Force.  These are voluntary positions that have the opportunity to advise the City Council and City departments on actions to take.

The second of these two positions, the Higher Education Task Force, will be looking into attracting a university to Roseville.  Susan said the City believes a university, public or private, would be a stable part of the City's tax base.

Maidu Library

The city eliminated Saturday from the Maidu Library’s schedule for budgetary considerations in August 2010.  This step was supposed to be temporary but currently there are no plans to re-establish those Saturday hours. 

Having spoken to ‘Maidu Neighbors’ I found many shared my concerns that our Maidu Library is no longer open on Saturdays.  As you know, the demographics of our neighborhood have changed over time along with our economy.  Many of our neighbors now work more than 40 hours per week, with increased commute times.  Both parents of many of our young families are working and have children in daycare during the week.  Because of work schedules, it is difficult for these families to utilize the library during the week when most library programs are scheduled. 

I have been independently advocating re-opening Maidu on Saturday with City officials, library advocates, and others.  On Tuesday, February 22, I spoke on this topic before the Maidu Neighborhood Association and Councilwoman Susan Rohan seeking support.  It was encouraging to hear the level of support and suggestions offered at this meeting.  One of the suggestions was that we each contact at least one of our City Council Members and voice support for re-establishing Saturday hours at Maidu.
