Who’s at your door?

Chapter 10.36 of the Roseville Municipal Code requires that persons who solicit from house to house must be registered with the Police Department.  Anyone who is soliciting is required to show a registration certificate from the City.  And if you have a “no soliciting” sign posted at your door, they are not allowed to solicit at your residence.  If you would like a copy of the official sign, go to http://roseville.ca.us/civica/filebank/blobdload.asp?BlobID=10611 and print it out, posting it by your front door. 

As for a related issue, currently some are experiencing a more serious problem than solicitors.  There have been two or three gangs going through the area.  Their pattern has been to have two individuals on foot, followed by a car.  They go up to homes ringing the doorbell.  If someone answers they claim to be solicitors and leave.  If no one answers they go around the back, break in and steal as much as they can quickly get away with.  (Thanks to vigilant neighbors the Police have been able to catch at least two of these groups.)

So, we need to keep an eye on each others homes.  If you see suspicious activity, or if you have a “no soliciting” sign which someone ignores, call the Police and report your concerns.  You can reach the Roseville Police Department at the non-emergency number, 774-5000.  They will send someone out to investigate your concern.

Also, you should stay informed.  You can signup for an e-mail newsletter from the Police Department. This letter provides information on crime activity by local area.  You can also post an anonymous tip on the Police web site.  Check out that site for helpful information as well as a link to a crime map showing activity in your area.  All this can be done by going to:  http://roseville.ca.us/police/default.asp.
