Roseville Police Department - Public Awareness

The Roseville Police Department would like to remind the public to remove valuables from inside vehicles when parked at movie theaters, the gym, the coffee shop, etc.  There have been many vehicle burglaries where the suspects are entering vehicles by smashing the window or prying and damaging the door locks to steal valuable items left inside.

The Police Department recommends you take your valuables out of the vehicle and remove any evidence that you own the valuable items.  For example, remove your GPS unit and other electronic devices from your windows and wipe the suction ring off.  This could save you the cost of replacing a window.  If the criminal believes the GPS is still inside your vehicle, they may smash your window to quickly enter your glove box or reach under your seats.

The Police Department is aware of the increase in vehicle burglaries in parking lots and will be dedicating extra time patrolling the areas, especially theater parking lots.  Take an extra minute to remove anything visible for the criminal to target.
