Attending: Jim Kidd, Bill Hoey, Mary Steele, Lori Key.  As we do not have a General Meeting quorum of six board members, we are holding a Board Meeting which only requires 3 members.
1. Police blotter report - No Police Officers were present. 

2. Minutes of Previous Meeting - Approved by the 5 people present.
3. Treasurer’s Report - $2105.40 balance on hand.  Some additional Garage Sale deposits still have to be made.
4. RCONA Report - Jim attended this month.  We need neighborhood volunteers to stuff RCONA newsletters on May 6th at 2:30 p.m. at old City Hall on Vernon Street.  Also on that date, the Maidu Neighborhood Association will be representing RCONA at this year's first Tuesday Night Downtown, from 4:30 - 9:00 p.m.
1. Old Business

a. Garage Sale Plans & Responsibilities

i. T-shirts – authorization to purchase needed.  Board approved.
ii. Ad placement - We have ad in Penny Saver.  Lori brought the "Garage Sale" kit supplied by the publisher.  It included two signs, a sheet of stickers, and a list of tips.  We also will have an ad in Craig's List and the Bee in the coming days.  We also have a listing Placeropolis.com that Lori put there.
iii. Volunteers (balloons & map handout)
1. Dietrich Park - David Allen, Mary Steele, and Jeff Winter will be there.  600 maps will be available at this location.
2. Maidu Elementary - Jim, Shirley and Larry will be there at 6:45 a.m. to set up and expect neighbors at 7 a.m.  Jim wants 42 balloons at each station for people who come without their balloons, and to stay ahead of demand with pre-filled balloons.  400 maps will be available at this station.
iv. Kits (distribute) - Mary has been getting calls for kits.  We just started handing them out today.  We have about 89 participants at this point.
v. Signs & Maps - Scott will produce the map and deliver it on Thursday to Kathy for reproduction.  Mary will supply her last list of participants to Scott late Wednesday.  No signs will be created because we will have tee-shirts.  We will hand out maps starting at 8 a.m. at 7 intersections. 
vi. Mobile phone list - David already created a list.  Jim can be available (871-3574) to go out to help people at map-hand-out corners.
vii. President’s letter - There is one in the kit.
b. Movie night – Dave Steele has to have primary and alternate dates for Movie Night for RCONA.  It will be held between the covered Soccer rink and the basketball courts.  We selected July 19th as the primary date and July 12th as the alternative.  We will not do the popcorn and soda sales, so RCONA can pick that up.  It will cost us $400 to put on this event (pays the City staff to set up, run, and take down the equipment).  We won't actually have to staff the event.  Nonetheless, we can put up our Maidu sign and make a brief speech before the movie begins.
2. New Business - We discussed if we will do anything for National Night out.  We decided to authorize $300 as an enticement to have someone come up with an idea for and pay for this event.
3. Announcements and Remarks (if any) - Jim mentioned a neighbor who reported to him that kids were going into the park and shooting at birds including turkeys and hawks.
